The goal of this conference is to create a strong foundation for Native American families and 
tribal governments to build upon as they develop and administer programs that improve their 
community’s health and welfare. This conference brings together around 500 individuals from Indian 
country including: tribal council members, parents, Indian youth, health and social service providers, 
victim advocates, judges, attorneys, police officers, medical personnel, various tribal agency 
employees and others who work with or are concerned about the health, welfare, and safety of Indian 
Families. The cultural, social, and political integrity of tribal communities will become healthy and 
stable if we commit collectively to care for and support Native families.
